Requirements for applying for the 2012 Veron Biggar Scholarship awarded by the Aurora Historical Society

The Aurora Historical Society will sponsor the American Library Association’s traveling exhibition entitled Lincoln:  The Constitution and the Civil War in the Spring of 2013.  The topic for the Veron Biggar Scholarship for 2012 deals with Aurora, Ohio in the Civil War Era, 1840s – 1860s.  AHS has a variety of sources for use in illustrating some aspect of life in Aurora from that era.  
Students can submit their entry in one of the following formats:

1)  Create a ten to fifteen video or PowerPoint format program on the above mentioned topic.  Please properly cite sources at the end of your video or PowerPoint presentation.

2)  Create an exhibit about some aspect of Aurora in the Civil War Era, 1840s – 1860s.  The exhibit should include artifacts and/or images and text for use and display in the museum for a three month period.  Display cases will be available for showcasing the exhibit. Please properly cite sources.  

3)  Create a ten to fifteen minute video or PowerPoint presentation about an Aurora native, Aurora’s Historic District and its architecture, Aurora’s industry, or Aurora’s cheese & butter industry in the specified era.  Please properly cite sources at the end of your video or PowerPoint presentation.  
Assessment:

Submissions will be evaluated on their originality, quality, accurateness, presentation, grammar, scholarship, and citations.  Students may make appointments to use source material (excluding artifacts) and may make copies and reproductions for their submissions.  The student’s submission judged, by a panel of AHS members, to be the best of all submissions will be awarded the scholarship.  The student will receive the scholarship at an Aurora Historical Society dinner meeting.  All submissions become the sole property of the Aurora Historical Society and may be used to promote the museum, Aurora history, as teaching tools, in advertisements, etc., and will be available for patrons and members to view.

All submissions are due to the museum no later than Wednesday, April 25, 2012.
